Now in 2018, just as when the organisation that is Mothersô Union 
was started, this continues to be the purpose of Mothersô Union in the 
UK and all over the world. 

Here at All Saintsô we are keen to learn more and really engage with 
specific topics  that Mothersô Union is working to highlight; to share 
this with others and to do something to make a difference. 

2016:  We supported family life: we encouraged you all to sign the 
petition to change UK maintenance arrangements for women who 
had suffered domestic violence. The Government took note of the  

concerns raised by this MU action and amended the policyΦ  

2017:  We supported Yarlôs Wood Immigration Centre where women 
are detained pending investigations into their rights to remain as 
residents in the UK, which often results in their children being taken 
into care as children are not allowed to be resident in Yarlôs Wood.   
We sent items worth Ã200 to make the waiting and uncertainty  more 
bearable.  

2018?  This year we are going to focus on the MU Literacy 
Programme which is improving the lives of families in many 
countries.  During the year some meetings will be on this topic so that 
we can learn more and, with your help, raise funds to keep this life-
changing programme running.

welcome to join ï male or female, please speak to Miriam or myself.

Thank you to Martin Kempsey of Deadmanôs Ash Lane, Sarratt, who 
kindly donated two of our Church Christmas trees again this year, 
and to Dinner Bell for paying for the other two trees. 
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Seniorsô Tea 
What better way to begin a Christmas afternoon tea than with a 
Christmas carol sing along. Charles led us in our hearty singing while 
Alison kept us in good timing once again, as we all joined in a variety 
of well-known carols. 

When we had finished singing, 
Miriam asked us how we were getting 
along with our Christmas 
preparations. There was lots of 
humming and harring; I think most of 
us still had plenty to do. Well done to 
Rev Dave who is very organised with 
his preparations all done! Maybe he could share his secret with us. 

Miriam told us that she loved the frenzy of Christmas, the goodwill 
and fellowship that it brought about and she especially loved the 
Christmas story which reminded her of a cracker.  
A cracker is often shiny and colourful on the outside and looking at it 
makes us feel excited and full of expectation about the good things 
that we will find inside. This reminds us of the joy and expectation of 
Christmas as we prepare to celebrate the birth of Jesus. 
When we open the cracker we notice that the inside is very simple 
and plain. When Jesus was born, knowing he was going to be king, 
youôd think he would have been born in a great palace but instead he 
was born in a simple stable to gentle, everyday people.  
Then inside that we find a piece of paper with words on, sometimes 
they are funny, sometimes they are thoughtful; this reminds us of the 
words we find in the Bible and stories that Jesus told. The paper hat is 
like a crown and reminds us that Jesus came to be king of Godôs 
kingdom and then we have a gift that reminds us that as Jesus comes 
to live in our hearts and lives he is our special gift. 
Often, when the cracker goes bang as we pull it, it makes us jump and 
stop for a moment. This gives us a time to think of those people 
living in difficult situations where they canôt, or are not allowed to, 
celebrate Christmas. 

Who would have thought that something like a humble cracker would 
have given us such a thoughtful message at a time when we were all 
getting wrapped up in the hustle and bustle of all that Christmas 
brings. 
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A big thank you to all the people who helped provide and serve a 
delicious tea, with special thanks to Sally and Charles for organising 
this.

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Simeon Stylites - one of the weirder saints! 
Saintôs Day: 5th January 

Quite frankly, this hermit was about as weird as they come. But he 
loved God, and God blessed him, strange though he was. So perhaps 
Simeon Stylites (390 ï 459) should be the patron saint of all          
REALLY eccentric people. 

Simeon was the son of a shepherd on the Syrian border of Cilicia. He 
joined a monastery near Antioch, where he practised mortifications 
and penances that nearly killed him. When the abbot dismissed him 
in disgust as crazy, Simeon moved on to Telanissos (nowadays Dair 
Semôan) and spent his first Lent there in a total fast. He was found 
unconscious on Easter Day.  

After three years in that monastery he felt life was too easy, and 
moved himself to the top of the nearby mountain, where he chained 
himself to a rock. He began to be talked about, and more and more 
people came to see him. 

Simeon did not want their company, and so planned his escape: to the 
top of a pillar. For the next four years he lived on top of a pillar that 
was nine feet high. More people came by, and so Simeon in           
desperation added to his pillar, until it grew to be 18 feet high. Still 
people came to see him, and so three years later, Simeon built himself 
a real skyscraper ï a pillar 33 feet high, from the top of which he     
enjoyed 10 years of comparative solitude. 

Still people came to see him ï both Christians and pagans, and so 
Simeon decided to somehow build a pillar that was 60 feet high and 
six feet wide. Here he found peace and quiet, and so here he lived for 
the last 20 years of his life. People still came to see him, and tried to 
catch the ósacredô lice that fell off his body. They enjoyed his twice 
daily exhortations to everyone below. Even some emperors came by 
for a look ï Theodosius, Leo and Marcian.  

A scholar has written of Simeon: ñHis preaching was practical,    
kindly, and free from fanaticism. ... In an age of licentiousness and 
luxury he gave unique and abiding witness to the need for penance 
and prayer; his way of life provided a spectacle at once challenging, 
repulsive and awesome.ò 

Simeon finally died and was buried at Antioch.     From Parish Pump

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Who put up the Christmas Tree? 

A team of willing volunteers put up the trees in 
Church, trying to get them straight and in the 
right place; another group decorated them and 
then a third group assembled the next day to put 
the large tree up outside (5 of us altogether were 
required for this job!). Putting the lights on was 
a huge task; when untangled they stretched the 
full length of the drive!
