      Dear Friends, 
 

 
What I enjoy most about autumn is the vibrant rustic colours of the 
leaves as they change from green to yellow or red or orange then 
brown; they have a beauty which easily equals the vivid colours of 
spring flowers. As leaves grow older they radiate a true beauty which 
lasts for just a short while before they die, but in that short while they 
change the world around us with a burst of colour perhaps to give us 
hope and courage to face the dull and drab (certainly in terms of 
colour) winter months.  The changing seasons are clear reminders of 
the cycle of life and death and of joy and hope.  Whilst we enjoy the 
vibrant colours of the leaves over the coming weeks we recognise 
that they herald the coming of winter with its bare trees (apart from 
the evergreens of course), fewer daylight hours and colder weather. 
But we can face this with confidence and hope knowing that in just a 
few short months we will be witnessing the start of new life as spring 
returns bringing new life and brightening our world once more. This 
cycle of life and death and life again reflects all that Jesus taught us 
about life in the here and now and the promise of life beyond our 
earthly life in eternity.   

As Christians we are called to reflect God’s presence and beauty to 
the world around us and the only way we can do this is by opening 
ourselves to God’s Holy Spirit, allowing Him to work in and through 
us, giving ourselves totally and unreservedly to serving Him which is 
opening ourselves not to a life of drudgery and must not do’s, but a 
life filled to overflowing with God’s love and grace and mercy. 

There are a couple of things coming up this month that I wold like to 
draw your attention to. The first is a day course on 24th October  
entitled Leading Your Church Into Growth.   
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Here we will come together to give God thanks for the many 
blessings he has bestowed on us as a church and as individuals and 
also to explore with God and each other the ongoing mission and 
purpose of our church. You might wonder why we need to do this 
because things seem to be going well, and yes they are, God has 
richly blessed us in so many ways but life is changing. We are a 
church for the people of Croxley Green and we need to make sure 
that we are able to reach out to everyone so that they can have some 
experience of God’s presence with them.

Esther Dorrofield 1918 – 2015 

At her funeral on 7th September Esther’s son-in-law, John 
Thompson, gave a detailed account of her life from which a few key 
points have been drawn.   

Esther’s long association with Croxley Green happened because she 
met Bert Dorrofield while working as a nanny in London.  Esther  
soon found a nanny’s position in Croxley Green and, following his  
de-mob from the army in 1946, married Bert. They moved into the 
house in Yorke Road which was to be her home until she needed 
nursing care. 

We were told of Esther’s excellent household management, making a 
little go a long way and of her skills as a seamstress, making clothes 
for her family and doing alterations for others. 

There were happy times like picnics with her family by the River 
Chess, where the Dorrofield Family farmed the watercress beds. 
There were sad times too: one of Esther’s daughters died as did a 
grandchild.  Despite such tragedies, Esther’s good nature, kindness 
and peaceful way of living, which had been with her from a young 
age, remained unchanged.  Those of us who got to know Esther later 
in life saw those same aspects of character still very much in 
evidence. 

Her Christian faith and trust in God were important to Esther, as was 
her membership of All Saints’ Church.  In her address, Revd. Miriam 
Mugan spoke of this and what a joy she was to visit.  Esther had 
chosen the reading, Psalm 23, which was a favourite of hers and 
which speaks very much of trust in God. She also chose three hymns, 
full of thanks and praise, to be sung at her funeral.   

Esther had a long life, well lived, and we thank God for her.

The  Annual  Inspection  of  All  Saints’  Church  was  carried  out  on  
behalf   of   the   Diocese   by   the   Rural   Dean  of  Rickmansworth,  
Revd. Deborah Snowball, on 10th August.  The PCC was pleased to 
hear that she found everything to be in good order and that the 
Church’s records were complete. 
 
Our Church Organ is in need of some repairs and refurbishment and a 
dedicated   group  of  PCC  members  and  organists,  including  Chris 
Ashley   our   own   Organist,   is   investigating  with  organ  building  
companies the work necessary to bring it back into top condition.   
 
Leading Your Church into Growth Day, Saturday 24th October 2015. 
This day will explore how we can develop our Christian mission 
within    Croxley.    This   day   is  open  to  everyone  interested.  See   
Revd. Miriam’s letter for details or speak to her. 
 
Finance Report and Stewardship – Although we are working hard to 
increase our income and to spend money wisely, we are caught in a 
situation between declining income and rising expenditure.            
The Parish Share paid to the Diocese is forecast to increase to 
£59,799 in 2016.  The PCC is therefore looking at introducing a new 
stewardship scheme to see if we can increase our income while  
continuing our mission.

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Half Crown visit to the Palace of Westminster 
 

On a sunny August Friday morning a small group of us set off to 
London to visit the Houses of Parliament.  On arrival we were subject 
to airport style security and fortunately we did not pose a risk and 
were allowed to enter in to the grounds and walk through to the 
enormous Westminster Hall to await our guide. 
 

Mary, a Scot, was to be our guide and she explained that Westminster 
Hall is the oldest part of the former Palace of Westminster, built for 
William II between the years 1097-99, and is all that remains of the 
former medieval Royal Palace.  A fire in 1512 destroyed the former 
Royal Palace when it then ceased to be used as a royal residence but 
it is still, to this day, a Royal Palace.   
 

Westminster Hall has been used for the trials of Richard II, Charles 1  
and lying in state for Sovereigns, sovereign consorts and prominent 
persons, for example Sir Winston Churchill.  The Great Hall has also 
been used for addressing members of both Houses of Parliament by 
the likes of Nelson Mandela and for other ceremonial occasions and 
banquets. 
 

From Westminster Hall we were taken through the north door to St 
Stephens Hall; this forms part of the grand entrance to the new Palace 

of Westminster.  Mary 
informed us that the architect 
for the new building  was  Sir 
Charles Barry, also referred to 
by our guide as  Mr Gothic, 
due to the neo-gothic 
architecture.  It was built 
between 1840 and 1870 with 
some 100 staircases and a 3 
mile labyrinth of corridors. 
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Mary explained that our tour would follow the route of the 
Sovereign when she enters the Palace of Westminster for the annual 
State Opening of Parliament.   

Our first stop was at the Royal Stairs (not carpeted or lined with the 
Queen’s Life Guard for our visit!) leading to the Norman Porch 
where the Sovereign enters the Robing Room and where the 
Imperial State Crown and ceremonial robes are put on.  This room 
has paintings by William Dyce depicting the chivalric legend of 
King Arthur and his court through the virtues of hospitality, 
generosity, mercy, religion and courtesy.  This room also has the 
Chair of State and other fine furnishings. 

The route taken then lead into the Royal Gallery where there were 
two enormous wall paintings by Daniel Maclise, 13 metres long by 
3 metres high, depicting the Death of Nelson at the Battle of 
Trafalgar and the other painting illustrates the meeting of Wellington 
and Blücher after the Battle of Waterloo. 
 

From here we were led into the Prince’s Chamber where there are
