     Dear Friends, 

 

 
 
 

I wonder if you have been able to watch any of the broadcasts from 
the Olympic games over the summer? Due to time constraints (and 
the fact that I am not very good at staying awake to watch the events 
that take place in, what is for us, the middle of the night!) I have had 
to make do with edited highlights. The benefit of this is that there is 
less anxiety in waiting to see who will win!   
Listening to the competitors after they have won their medals, I was 
struck by the dogged commitment and dedication that they had had in 
relation to their training and preparation to get to the Olympics. In all 
cases it was years of training, not months. Years of putting their sport 
first, above family and friends. Years of working out in sun and rain, 
wind and frost, on light mornings and on dark mornings. Maintaining 
a strict diet, coping with aching limbs, being pushed to do better and 
better. It is not an easy road to take but it is their determination to be 
the best that keeps them going. 
Whilst living a Christian life is less likely to be as physically 

exhausting as training as an athlete (although I know of some who 

give a huge amount of time and energy to maintaining our church and 

grounds and taking forward our mission would probably challenge 

this!) there are similarities in how we need to have the determination 

and commitment to follow Jesus. We have the challenge to live for 

Jesus, to reflect him in our daily life as individuals and as a church.  

The comparison of leading a Christian life being like running a race 

appears a few times in the New Testament. Below is one example 

from Hebrews:  

We have all these great people around us as examples. Their lives tell 

us what faith means. So we, too, should run the race that is before us 

and never quit.  
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We should remove from our lives anything that would slow us down 

and the sin that so often makes us fall. Hebrews chapter 12 verses 1  

ERV 

Just as training is a hugely important and central part of an atheleteôs 
training, so prayer is a hugely important part of equipping and 
building up ourselves as followers of Christ. 
If we were training for a physical challenge such as the Olympics or a  
Marathon we would set time aside to commit to train, but setting time 
to pray doesnôt seem to attract the same commitment and yet the 
challenge is much tougher. We all know the importance of prayer and 
the priority we should give to it, but find it really difficult to convert 
good well meaning thoughts into action. 
 
I came across the following story recently: 
 
Five young College students were spending a Sunday in London, so they 
went to hear the famous preacher, CH Spurgeon. As they waited for the 
doors to open, the students were greeted by a man who asked, 
ñGentlemen, let me show you around. Would you like to see the heating 
plant of this church?ò They were not particularly interested in seeing the 
boiler room, for it was a hot day in July. But they didnôt want to offend 
the stranger, so they consented. The students were taken down a stairway, 
a door was quietly opened and the guide whispered, ñThis is our heating 
plant, this is the boiler room.ò Surprised, the students saw 700 people 
bowed in prayer, seeking a blessing on the service that was soon to begin 
in the auditorium above. Softly closing the door, the gentleman then 
introduced himself. It was none other than Charles Spurgeon himself. 
If we are to be effective witnesses to the community around us and to be 
an agent of change in our troubled world, we need to keep our boiler of 
prayer stoked up.  
 
There are many challenges that we are facing as a church over the coming 
months and your prayers are essential. Pray that God will show us his will 
for our church and our mission. Pray that through our words, deeds and 
actions others will be drawn into our community of faith. Pray that God 
will pour his Holy Spirit into our church and equip us to run the race that 
is set before us.

In 1974, divorcees and single women were able to be 
members, and now men are welcomed to join. Baptism is the only 
rule of membership. It became a major influence in the United 
Nations in 1995.

§ Membership is open to all Christians, but serves those of all 
faiths and none. 

§ MU continually campaigns on many crucial issues.  
§ With prayer at its heart, it continues to promote family life 
through parents' group work, marriage support and advocating 
for family supportive policies whilst at the same time upholding 
families affected by poverty, homelessness, imprisonment, 
relationship break-down and prison sentences.    

§ The Literacy and Development Fund provided training for 
women, giving them skills and respect.  

§ Community Development Co-ordinators  enable local 
communities  to work on key projects.

WOW! What an amazing time I had! In the 
woodland at Hatfield House, I saw lots of 
raspberries and me and my mum had one. 
There were also lots of very old oak trees. One 
is thought to be over 1200 years old. 
 

In the house we saw the 
rainbow painting of 
Queen Elizabeth I. Itôs 
called the rainbow 
painting because she
