Revd. Canon Miriam writes:

Dear Friends

Happy Easter! Yes we are still in the Easter
,“. § ‘L. season and as such we are called to continue

celebrating Jesus’ resurrection from the dead.
Thank you so much for the lovely flowers, chocolates and generous
gift card that you gave to me on Easter Sunday, what a lovely surprise
that was! Your kind thoughts and generosity are so deeply
appreciated.

The Easter season continues until Pentecost which is on 23™ May. A
significant date prior to this is Ascension Day which is on Thursday
13™ May. There will be a Deanery service at 7.45pm at St Marys
Church Rickmansworth to which you are all invited. Further details
will be available in my weekly letter nearer the time.

As we slowly journey out of lockdown we are beginning to look
ahead and explore what God is calling us to do and to be as
individuals and the church post-Covid. There is no doubt that life has
been changed by Covid in so many ways. Things that we took for
granted like seeing friends and family, being able to hug or simply
touch someone to reassure or encourage, being able to be
spontaneous and pop out to the shops or to visit a special place are
now highly valued and recognised as being so important for our
emotional, physical, spiritual and mental wellbeing. The way we
relate to others, the impact of social distancing, the way we have had
to adapt our worship styles have all had a profound impact on us, but
at the same time there are many positives that we have learnt along
the way which will perhaps stay with us for a long time such as how
we value our loved ones and the freedom and opportunities that we
have.

There are a number of exciting plans being developed for the coming
months which I hope you will be able to engage with in some way.
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As we begin to explore the way forward for us as a church we need to
reflect on what has enabled and enhanced our worship during times
of lockdown, when services and bible study groups were all online
and when we were able to worship together in church. Where have
there been unexpected times of spiritual growth for us during this
period? Are we experiencing a greater sense of longing to know
more about God’s will and purpose in our life? What church
activities did/do we miss most? What do we long for as we return to
church? In order to explore these questions and move forward as a
church into the future we have planned a Parish half day on Saturday
3rd July from 9.30am — 1pm which will be open to every member of
our congregation. It will be facilitated by Reverend Kate Peacock
from the Diocesan Flourishing Churches Team. Please can you put
this date in your diary and make every effort to attend. Your views,
insights and experiences really are SO important to the discussions
that we need to have. Look out for more details nearer the time.

Following the Lent courses and other courses that have happened on
line over the last year we have decided that we would continue with
the opportunity to meet and discuss aspects of scripture and our
Christian journey. Starting in June we will have a monthly group
meeting in church on the first Sunday evening of the month (time to
be confirmed). The course that we will be doing will be the
Unanswered Prayer Course which is a follow up to the excellent
Prayer Course that we did last year. For those who prefer meeting
online we will also run this course during a weekday evening once a
month. There will be more information available in the coming
weeks and you may be interested to read Pete Grieg’s book called
God on Mute which provides some helpful insights into
understanding and coping with those times when we feel God is not
hearing or answering our prayers.

We are planning to re-introduce our Thursday 9.30am morning
Communion Service if all continues to go well with the restrictions
lifting, on Thursday 3™ June.

We are also exploring a drop in Coffee Morning on Friday mornings
for anyone who wants to meet up with friends for a coffee or to



support people who are struggling to get out of their homes following
long periods of shielding or isolating. Is this something that you
could help with either serving tea/coffee, making cakes or just being
available to listen and chat? Please speak to me if you are able to
help, it doesn’t have to be once a week, once a month would be great.
I am hoping that we will have enough people to get a rota together.

So, there are lots of opportunities for you in the weeks and months
ahead. Please hold all of these plans in your prayers because without
your prayers then these are just ideas, we need them to be filled with
God’s presence and guidance and fuelled by the Holy Spirit so that
they become vehicles for building relationships with each other and
growing spiritually.

The Annual Meeting of Parishioners and
the Annual Parochial Church Meeting
Sunday 23rd May 2021 at 10.45am

These meetings take place each year by 31st May.

The Annual Meeting of Parishioners i1s held to elect two
Churchwardens, who assist the Vicar to run the Parish and have
particular responsibilities for parish buildings and physical property.

This meeting can be attended by all parishioners and all are invited to
attend. The serving Churchwardens are eligible for re-election but,
like all other candidates, must be nominated and seconded.

Candidates and nominators must be on the Parish Electoral Roll.

The Annual Parochial Church Meeting is open to those whose names
are on the Parish Electoral Roll. Under the Church of England’s
Representation Rules it must conduct the following business:

(a) To appoint lay members to the Parochial Church Council (PCC).
In 2021 there are three posts to be filled, to serve for three years. The
members completing their term of service are able to stand for re-
election.

(b) To appoint lay members to the Deanery Synod. (In 202 1there are
no vacant posts to be filled).

(¢) To appoint an Independent Examiner of the PCC accounts.
(d) To receive a report on changes to the Electoral Roll.

(e) To consider the Annual Report on the PCC proceedings and Parish
activities, which will include reports on the fabric, goods and
ornaments of the Church and on the proceedings of the Deanery
Synod.

(f) To consider the Financial Statements of the PCC for the previous
year ending on 31 December which have been audited or
independently examined.

(g) Any other matters of parochial and general Church interest. Any
member present can raise any matter of concern to them under this
heading.



N.B. These meetings will take place in the Church immediately
following the Sunday Communion Service. It is intended to complete
both meetings within one hour. Social distancing rules will be
observed. In the event of a change in current Government guidance
on public meetings the meetings will be held via Zoom.

The Annual Report and the Annual Accounts will be published in
advance of the meetings for you to read. Nomination forms for the
election of lay members of the PCC are available from the Parish
Office or from me Tel. 01923 720319

A Funny Thing Happened (Part 3)
‘Memories are Made of This’

As the Dean Martin song puts it — ‘take one fresh and tender kiss.......
one girl, one boy, some grief, some joy, memories are made of
this...stir carefully through the days, see how the flavour stays, these
are the dreams you will savour... with His blessings from above,
serve it generously with love....memories are made of this’.

It has been said that ‘Life is built on Memories’ and these memories
can have many facets — Family, Friends, Holidays, Food. @ Some
memories may not always be pleasant, but they form the fabric of our
journey to become all that God created us for and wants us to be. And
it is God who can use the bad past as well as the good past to enable
us to reach our destiny. The real key in life is to make a decision that
we will not allow ourselves to become imprisoned by any event in
our past. With God’s help that can be done: we can break free.

Many of my friends would say that I have always been something of
a bon vivant and that my judgement of good hotels and food can
usually be trusted. Gretel would say that I can remember everything I
have ever eaten and where | have eaten it. She also alleges that half
way through any meal I am planning the next. Here is my first travel
tip concerning food. Any food which has a national identity is often
better (and sometimes more hygienic) when eaten outside its country
of origin. For example, the place to eat the best Mexican food is in
Texas (TexMex) and I have eaten it in both places. Most Asian food
is better in Singapore than in the country it originated. Indian food is
arguably better in Bradford than Bangalore. Even more important is
the rule, never (with few exceptions) to have ice in your drink, once
beyond Dover, without knowing the source of the water used for
freezing. 1 was travelling in India with a colleague and I needed to
leave him in a cafe for a few minutes to get a drink, as I had to find a
bank. On my return ten minutes later I saw, to my horror, that he had
a glass of juice that had ice in it. He had left a couple of ice cubes in a
dish and as they melted, before our horrified eyes, you could actually
see pond life in the water — we hardly saw him for two days, but his
speed across the ground was impressive.

One of the earliest lessons I learned when travelling through Eastern
Europe was to eat- and fill your vehicle with fuel- whenever and
wherever you could, rather than follow your usual routine. This



meant, for example, that I would never allow the tank to be under
half full. Similarly I learned to eat whatever food was in season and
to take staple items, such as corned beef (one of my all time
favourites) and Mars Bars, with me. Once in a Romanian restaurant
(not one of my favourite foodie countries), I asked the dour waiter for
the menu and all he would say, with reverential pride, was ‘we have
chicken’. On being asked for the third time for a menu, he replied
with some vigour ‘I AM THE MENU AND WE HAVE CHICKEN”,
so, guess what, we ate chicken. It came to the table looking and
tasting as if it had come from a famine- stricken chicken farm. It was
accompanied only with a mountain of cabbage, it being cabbage
season. Having got through this, our waiter announced that they had
‘chocolate’. Thinking, rather naively, that this might be some kind of
chocolate pudding with custard, we ordered four servings. Two
minutes later he returned, proudly bearing with him four plates, on
each of which was a bar of plain chocolate, which was quite vile.

As this story illustrates, memories are as much to do with the
occasion, as the food. Moscow was a cold dark place in February
1976. Sometimes my travels in Eastern Europe were clandestine but
this time it was official. For a long period of time, the country would
only recognise two religions, the Russian Orthodox Church and the
Baptist Union. The various Evangelical groups, including Baptist,
Methodist, Pentecostals and so on, had to accept Baptist leadership,
in order to meet openly. There would be informers in every service,
but they learned to cope with that. I also had to learn to be
circumspect in what I said and in general behaviour, knowing that
attempted entrapments would be made. I had a variety of security
devices for my hotel room doors, which were usually bereft of door
chains. Specific rooms were allocated to foreigners, which, in
addition to being bugged, could have extra problems such as false
backs to wardrobes etc. The rule was, not to allow anyone to be in
your room when you were there alone, not even for room service, as
once another person was inside, any allegation was possible. The
evangelist Billy Graham would always ask a member of his staff to
check the whole room before he entered, just in case there was an
unpleasant surprise , this usually being in the form of a provocatively
attired young lady.

Hardly any restaurants were available and the food was generally

inedible, except when I was being taken for a formal meal with the

government officials responsible for Religious Affairs. On this
occasion I was accompanied by three officials and three rather timid
members of the Baptist Union Committee. We were taken to a meal
in a hotel, where there was a performance by a Russian Dance group,
and we were shown to a table alongside the dance floor. The food
was passable. Then it was Cabaret Time. The troop of eight young
female folk dancers was really rather good, that was until they stood
in front of our table and divested themselves of all clothing above the
waist. The Baptist church leaders were outraged and stood up to walk
out, expecting me to do the same. Recognising this as a deliberate set
-up, designed to get us to walk out and so offend our hosts, I
proceeded to stand up, applaud and laugh loudly. In addition, I went
to each of the dancers and gave them $10 each as a tip. They were
overjoyed and withdrew, the Baptists sat down and the officials,
realising they had been rumbled, laughed uproariously. The end result
was that they gave me permission to preach in Moscow churches -
minus the dancing girls.

I have eaten some very strange and obnoxious things in my time and
learned very early on in my travels that it was not wise to enquire as
to the identity of what was on the plate as I had to eat it anyway. One
of the advantages of old age is that people expect you to be eccentric
and crotchety and you consequently live up to their expectations. In
short, I will eat what and when I want and feel no obligation to accept
something I don’t like. On a trip to the Middle East a few years ago,
our waiter suggested that we try their local delicacy. Our friends
asked, as normal, ‘what is this?’ I replied: ‘just eat it or you’ll cause
offence’, making sure that the dish was not served to me. Later on,
they made another mistake by asking me ‘what it was’, wrong time,
wrong question, it was deep fried sheep testicles. Apart from the
above appendages, there remain three things I will not eat under any
circumstances. Firstly, I will not be coerced into eating the eyes of
any creature. I have tried the eyes of fish and sheep; never again. 1
will not eat the Asian, crunchy, boiled and fertilised duck egg called
Balut. I will not eat a lethally smelling fruit in Asia called durian.
Many hotels, as you enter, have a sign, like a ‘no smoking’ sign, of a
durian fruit, with a red line running across it. You will find further
details about both of these on Wikipedia, but don’t read before your
next meal. My dislike of eyes stems from a boat trip on the Mekong
River, bordering Thailand and Laos. Gretel and I were teaching a

group of 50 church leaders from Laos. We were not allowed to meet
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them inside Laos, so we brought them across into Thailand for a few
days of relaxation and teaching. As a treat we took them on an
evening dinner cruise which was delightful until we were served
with the only item on the menu — fish stew, full of fish heads and
eyes.

I do however love most kinds of water living creepy crawlies. Gretel
and I have frequently visited churches in New Orleans and the
Mississippi Delta, where most of the Cajun citizens of the USA live.
Their own definition of a Cajun is ‘one who will never starve when
there’s a ditch close by’ and the subtly spiced Cajun food would be
high on our list of favourite memories and, in season, their crawfish
is not to be missed. One of our highlights was eating in a simple
shack built on stilts in the Delta and having a huge pile of crawfish,
sweet corn and onions, just tipped onto the table, with the sun going
down and mosquitoes- the native bird of Louisiana- in great
profusion. Also high on the list would be stone crab claws with
melted butter in Florida. Many people associate lobster with fine
dining, but I don’t agree. The stone crab is the true king of shellfish.
They are also the most expensive, due to harvest restrictions.
Fishermen can only remove one claw from each male crab and the
crab is then put back in the sea where it grows another claw in a
year. And yes, I hear you ask, I have also eaten alligator.

We set off, following the edge of the metal fencing to the left,
discussing why the asylum seekers were in tents, what the hangars
would be used for, how easy it would be to climb the fence and how
poor the facilities would be. We made sure no one was looking when
we took some photos to show everyone back home!
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At the edge of the park, we turned right, walking at the edge of
Philipshill Wood. At last, what we had come to see. The bluebells
were coming out. A truly beautiful sight. Our minds were still fixed
not on the bluebells but on the barbed wire fence at the edge of the
wood. How easy it would be for anyone to climb over! Back past
Bullsland Farm and two beautiful houses we arrived at the car.

An interesting walk with so much to tell!!
Later that evening, I checked my camera, no photos!

I received a text from my friend. Her Strava had stopped after nine
seconds being placed back in her back pack!

No evidence whatsoever of our walk or, more importantly, asylum
seekers!

Later that evening, another text, ‘I have looked up online to see what
is happening at Newlands Park. US film company has sought
permission to use the whole site for a TV series. No asylum seekers!’

Gullible? Yes........... but a good laugh for all in the Church office
and everyone reading this magazine!
